ABOUT THE PROJECT

Set in 1825, this piece follows the heart-
warming and heart-wrenching stories of 9
Maltese women imprisoned at the time. Based
on and inspired by real events, we are looking
for actors to complete our ensemble and develop
meaningful and exciting work with us.

Written by Chantelle Micallef Grimaud and
directed by Chiara Hyzler, Gimgha L-Habs
looks to be one of the most exciting projects in
the local theatre calendar this year.

Gimgha L-Habs is being staged between 22nd
May and the 31st May 2026 with rehearsals
starting in April 2026

Rehearsals start on the 5th April with
approximately 4 sessions per week, increasing to
daily sessions by the third week of the rehearsal
process. Full availability is required during
production week and performances will be
spread over two weekends.

Whilst no previous acting training is
required, she should be willing and able to
perform confidently within this ensemble piece
and portray the character assigned. She should
be willing to contribute to the ideas,

concepts and movement of the story, based on
the script written
